Formula: In order to establish the initial ranking a pre-qualification pool will be 
organized. All fencers must compete and no fencers will be eliminated from this 
competition. The ensuing Satellite Competition will be run according to the instructions 
in the article 9.3.1 of the FIE Administrative Rules which prescribes that the formula for 
FIE junior competitions must be applied. 
 
Entries  
The entry fee will be € 35 or SEK 300 to be paid to SAF’s Plusgiro 451680-3. 
International fencers may pay the entry fee on site prior to the start of the competition. 
Entries to be made by the National Federation via the FIE website as per FIE rules.  
 
Swedish fencers must pre-register with the Swedish Fencing Federation at the latest 30 days 
before the competition.
