Registration fee is 12.00 € / fencer for individual competition; 

36.00 € / team (12.00 € / fencer / team) for team competition.
Signing in at the event: all registration have to be validated at the desk of the Directoire Technique with a photo ID, which can be a passport, club membership card or any other certificate, pass, permit, license, which has photo and date of birth. This has to be done from appeal time of the events and the last chance is 30 minutes before the scheduled starting time of all events.
REFEREES:
Each club, participating with 3 fencers in individual must assure 1 referee. In team competition each club participating with 2 teams in any categories, must assure at least 1 referee. If you can offer us more referees, please contact us via e-mail.
MODULE OF COMPETITION: 
Individual: 
Minies and kids: With three rounds, no table, no direct elimination! The first two rounds determine ranking for the third. Only the first eight fencers coming out from that section can fence for the 1st eight place in the final round. All the rest of the participants fence for placement matches amongst the close places he/she reached on the ranking list (in groups of six or less fencers) in this third round. 

Minies fence in poules with less fencers, for 4 hits, and 2 minutes.
Novices and adolescents: Two rounds, no elimination! The comulative ranking of the two rounds gives the table that has direct elimination.
Team: 
Based on number of teams. 
Above 16 entrant teams per category: the direct table is going to be created randomly by software. 
In the case of 16 or less teams: the teams create their ranking list on the direct table with an individual short competition. Up on numbers, we create one or two poules, where the teams’ representative fencers will fence for five hits/three minutes. Those representatives can be variable during the poules’ bouts: any fencer of the team can fence in any bout. The ranking list of poules indicates the teams’ position on the direct table of the team competition.
 
Organizer reserves the right to change the module of competition in part or in whole, in the events where the number of entrant teams will be high/low. Regarding that all participating teams will be informed in time.





BLADE SIZES:

Adolescents compete with blade size 5.

Minies, kids and novices can compete with blade sizes 0 – 5. 
SAFETY RULES:
Equipment must be matched to the FIE rules.


Kids and novices must have at least 350 N equipment. Adolescents must have 800 N equipment. 


Overview and examination of equipment and masks will be obligatory. Only competitors with equipment and mask that are tested and marked by the organizer will be allowed to compete. Equipment and mask control starts 1 hour before an actual event. 


Please, make a strict care of equipment and mask (double check them before travelling). 

Medical team is ensured by the organizers; nonetheless the organizers are not holding responsibility for any injury. All fencers compete on their own (or their parents’) responsibility! The organizers are not holding any responsibility for eventual injuries, theft or damages to the equipment.
PRIZES: 
Medals will be awarded to the first 8 in individual competitions and to the first 3 teams in team competition. Winning teams also receive a trophy. 

NOTE:
Leader of the delegation (or team captain) sign in their team(s) and pay registration fee at the Accreditation Centre of the competition (located inside a Sports Hall), where they receive accreditations for fencers. Coaches and other participants can get their accreditation at the same place. 
Accreditation center opens at 7.30 on both days of the competition.


The accompanying programs of the competition will be reported subsequently 
(sightseeing tour etc.).
