Men's Individual Sabre: Registration and weapon control end at 9.00 the pools begin at 9.30 
Ladies' Individual Sabre: Registration and weapon control end at 10.30 the pools begin at 11.00 
 
Because Sunday 27th of May is a holiday in Finland, there will be no team competitions this year as the 
sports centre will be closed 
 
THE COMPETITION FORMAT 
- one pre-tournament round of pools, no elimination from this round 
- second round of pools, seeded by the results from the first round, 20-30 % fencers eliminated 
after this round 
- direct elimination, seeded by the results from the second round of pools. 
- F.I.E. regulations will be applied.
